Overview

Tax reform is about people. This proposal helps Utahns in three major ways: 
 
1. It gives money back to Utah families through an $80 million tax cut.
2. It ensures we can keep paying for important things like education, roads, and health care.
3. It preserves our outstanding quality of life and puts us on a path to successfully managing our state’s extraordinary growth.
 
Here are some of the highlights that help Utah individuals and families:
 
· It shifts higher education funding out of the education fund and into the general fund, holding public education harmless.
· It gives a Grocery Tax Credit to low-income and fixed-income families to offset a restored sales tax on food.
· It provides an Earned Income Tax Credit, creates a new income tax credit for Social Security retirement income, and increases the Utah Dependent Exemption.
· It addresses structural imbalances by increasing sales tax revenue by approximately $570 million and decreasing income tax revenue by $650 million. 
· This results in an overall net tax reduction of approximately $80 million.
· A family of four making $60,000 would see an estimated tax reduction of more than $320 per year.
