Higher Education
SB 111 Higher Education Amendments, sponsored by Speaker Brad Wilson and Senator Ann Millner, passed the Senate Education Committee this week. SB 111 will reinvent Utah’s postsecondary education governance structure. The Legislature is proposing to merge the Utah System of Higher Education (USHE) and the Utah System of Technical Colleges (UTECH) into a new board – the Utah Board of Higher Education. 
SB 111 will do the following things: 
· Increase access to and opportunities for postsecondary education for all Utahns.
· Create seamless education pathways for our students, from certificates to degrees.
· Improve coordination and collaboration between institutions leading to increased completion rates and a better overall experience for our students.
· Meet the needs of a growing population and a growing workforce in an affordable and accessible way.
A reformed, streamlined governance structure will help meet the needs of an ever changing and growing workforce and will inevitably create a better experience for our state’s students.
